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§ 1 Geltungsbereich

Der Besondere Teil der Priifungsordnung ergdnzt den Allgemeinen Teil der Priifungsordnung der Fakultat
Gestaltung der HAWK Hochschule fiir angewandte Wissenschaft und Kunst Hildesheim/Holzminden/Got-
tingen mit studiengangsspezifischen Vorgaben fiir den kiinstlerisch-wissenschaftlichen Bachelorstudien-
gang Gestaltung, der mit dem akademischen Grad Bachelor of Arts abschlief3t.

§ 2 Dauer und Verlauf des Studiums

(1) Die Regelstudienzeit des Bachelorstudiengangs Gestaltung betrédgt sechs Semester mit einem Umfang
von 180 Leistungspunkten.

(2) Das Studium gliedert sich in Pflicht- und Wahlpflichtmodule. Ein Mobilitdtssemester ist gemaf § 3 Ab-
satz 4 zu absolvieren. Studierende miissen aus dem Angebot der zentralen Einrichtung HAWK plus
Wabhlpflichtmodule im Umfang von sechs Leistungspunkten auswahlen.

(3) Die Teilnahme an Lehrveranstaltungen der Module des dritten Semesters soll erst dann erfolgen, wenn
mindestens 51 Leistungspunkte fiir erfolgreich abgeschlossene Module des ersten Studienjahres vor-
liegen.

(4) DerBachelorstudiengang Gestaltung ermdglicht ein Studium in neun Kompetenzfeldern:
Advertising Design, Branding Design, Digital Environments, Farbdesign, Grafikdesign, Innenarchitek-
tur, Lighting Design, Metallgestaltung und Produktdesign.
Fiir alle Kompetenzfelder gilt eine einheitliche libergreifende Studienstruktur und -organisation. Spe-
zifische Studienverlaufspléne zu jedem Kompetenzfeld erganzen und konkretisieren die Bestimmun-
gen des Besonderen Teils der Priifungsordnung.
Mit der Immatrikulation erfolgt die Einschreibung in das gewdhlte Kompetenzfeld. Zur Ausweisung ei-
nes Kompetenzfeldes in den Abschlussdokumenten miissen alle Pflicht- und Wahlpflichtmodule des
jeweiligen Kompetenzfeldes entsprechend der jeweiligen Studienverlaufsplane absolviert sein, ein-
schlieBlich der kompetenzfeldorientierten Module Bachelorstudie und Bachelorabschluss. Es kann nur
ein Kompetenzfeld in den Abschlussdokumenten ausgewiesen werden.
Es besteht keine Pflicht, kompetenzfeldorientiert zu studieren. Wird interdisziplinar studiert, gilt § 6
Absatz 2 Satz 2.

§ 3 Inhalt, Art und Umfang von Modulen

(1) Eine Ubersicht der Module findet sich in Anlage 1 dieser Priifungsordnung. Inhalt, Art und Umfang der
angebotenen Module sind im Modulhandbuch beschrieben.

(2) Die Module des Studiengangs sind in folgende Modulgruppen organisiert: Gestaltungstechnik (GT),
Design Basics (DB), Gestalten-Experimentieren-Erforschen (GEE), Wissenschaft und Theorie (WT), Fach-
theorie (FT), Projektentwicklung (PE), Projekt (PR), Mobilitatssemester (PM), HAWK plus, Bachelorstu-
die, Bachelorarbeit.

(3) Eswerden Pflichtmodule (PF) und Wahlpflichtmodule (WPF) angeboten. Pflichtmodule sind zu belegen
und abzuschliefen. Wahlpflichtmodule miissen aus einem Auswahlkatalog gleichwertiger Module ei-
ner Modulgruppe aus einem variierenden Angebot ausgewahlt, belegt und abgeschlossen werden.

(4) Im fiinften Semester, dem Mobilitdtssemester, konnen Studierende folgende Optionen wihlen:

a) Auslandssemester: Die Studierenden absolvieren ein Semester an einer ausldndischen Hoch-
schule. Wihrend des Auslandssemesters miissen Leistungen im Aquivalent von 30 Leitungspunk-
ten nach dem European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System erlangt werden. Die Anerkennung
der erbrachten Leistungen erfolgt in der Regel durch ein Transcript of Records der Gasthochschule
auf Englisch, das durch die Studierenden beizubringen ist.
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b) Praktikum (Modul PM 703 GB): Die Studierenden absolvieren ein Praktikum im In- oder Ausland.
Die Studierenden sind wahrenddessen mit allen Rechten und Pflichten immatrikuliert. Betreut wer-
den sie von hauptamtlich Lehrenden der Fakultat. Die berufspraktische Tatigkeit umfasst 840 Ar-
beitsstunden, dies entspricht einer betriebsbedingten Zeitspanne von 21 Arbeitswochen. Das Un-
ternehmen bestdtigt dies auf einem Leistungsnachweis und einem formlosen Bestatigungsschrei-
ben. Teil der Studienleistung ist die Abgabe eines Praxisberichts und eine Prasentation. Naheres
zum Praktikum ist dem Leitfaden fiir das Praktikum zu entnehmen.

c) Verbleib an der Hochschule: Die Studierenden bleiben an der Hochschule und absolvieren die Mo-
dule im Umfang von 30 Leistungspunkten entsprechend der Studienstruktur fiir das fiinfte Semes-
ter (siehe Anlage 1).

§ 4 Studien- und Priifungsleistungen

(1) Die Anmeldung zurersten Lehrveranstaltung eines Moduls beinhaltet die Anmeldung zur Modulpriifung
oder Teilpriifung. Sofern die Zulassungsvoraussetzungen zur Belegung des Moduls erfiillt sind, gilt die
Zulassung zur Priifung. Eine Abmeldung ist bis zu vier Wochen nach der ersten Lehrveranstaltung mog-
lich.

(2) Art, Umfang und Form von Studien- und Priifungsleistungen sowie Zeitraume zur Leistungserbringung
werden durch die Lehrenden zu Semesterbeginn verbindlich festgelegt und den Studierenden spates-
tens innerhalb des Abmeldezeitraums von vier Wochen mitgeteilt. Anderenfalls gilt § 7 des Allgemei-
nen Teils der Priifungsordnung.

(3) Die Art der Priifungsformen ist, wenn nicht anders in der jeweiligen Modulbeschreibung definiert, ent-
sprechend der Zugehorigkeit zur Modulgruppe wie folgt festgelegt:

§ 5 Abschlussarbeit/Bachelorarbeit

(1) Die Anmeldung zur Zulassung zur Bachelorarbeit erfolgt, unter Einhaltung der von der Priifungskom-
mission festgelegten Frist, in schriftlicher Form mit beiliegendem Exposé und Unterschrift der Priifen-
den.

(2) Die Studierenden haben im Modul Bachelorabschluss die Méglichkeit, zwischen der Ausarbeitung ei-
nes Bachelorprojekts (gestalterisch) oder einer Bachelorthesis (theoretisch) zu wahlen.

(3) Die Bachelorarbeit bzw. die Bachelorthesis hat eine Bearbeitungsdauer von 336 Arbeitsstunden in ei-
nem Zeitraum von neun Wochen. Beginn und Ende der Bearbeitungszeit werden von der Studienkom-
mission festgelegt und spdtestens im Vorsemester bekannt gegeben.

(4) Die Zulassung erfolgt vorlaufig und kann bei fehlenden Studien- und Priifungsleistungen bis sieben
Kalendertage vor Abgabe des Bachelorprojektes bzw. der Bachelorthesis fehlversuchsfrei zuriickgezo-
gen werden. Der Nachweis iber die Vollstdandigkeit der Studien- und Priifungsleistungen muss bis sie-
ben Kalendertage vor Abgabe des Bachelorprojektes bzw. der Bachelorthesis vorliegen.

(5) Fiir einen kompetenzfeldorientierten Bachelorabschluss ist mindestens ein/e Priifende/r aus dem an-
gestrebten Kompetenzfeld zu wahlen.
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(6) Bei einem interdisziplindren Studienverlauf und der angestrebten Abschlussbezeichnung Integriertes
Design im Diploma Supplement miissen die Priifenden aus den Fachgebieten des interdisziplindren
Themas des Bachelorabschlusses sein.

(7) Die Dokumentation des Bachelorprojektes bzw. die Bachelorthesis ist in dreifacher gedruckter und ge-
bundener Ausfertigung fristgerecht in der Priifungsverwaltung einzureichen. Der Abgabezeitpunkt ist
aktenkundig zu machen. Zusatzlich sind alle Dokumentationen in digitaler Form abzugeben. Jeweils
ein Exemplar wird den beiden Priifenden zur Verfligung gestellt. Die dritte Ausfertigung wird der Prii-
fungsverwaltung ausgehdndigt.

Sofern die Erfordernisse des Kompetenzfeldes des Bachelorabschlusses es notwendig machen, sind
erganzende Prototypen, Modelle, Materialproben oder Pldne wahrend des Kolloquiums und der Aus-
stellung zu prasentieren.

Der Zeitpunkt des Bachelorkolloquiums wird von der Priifungskommission festgelegt und liegt inner-
halb von 30 Tagen nach Abgabe der Dokumentation. Die Leitung des Kolloquiums tibernehmen die
Prifenden. Eine vertretende Person der Priifungskommission fiihrt Protokoll und nimmt nicht aktiv an
der Priifung teil.

(9) Die Gesamtzeit fiir das Kolloquium betrdgt maximal 30 Minuten. Die Présentation durch die Absolven-
tin oder den Absolventen betrdgt in der Regel 15 bis 20 Minuten. Die verbleibende Zeit steht den Prii-
fenden fiir Fragen zur Verfiigung.

(10) Das Thema und das Ergebnis der Bachelorarbeit ist im Rahmen der Abschlussausstellung kurz zusam-
mengefasst fiir eine breite Offentlichkeit anschaulich und nachvollziehbar in Wort und Bild auf einem
Plakat zu prdsentieren. Die zusatzliche Darstellung iber Modelle, Objekte oder Installationen zur Er-
lduterung ist nach Riicksprache mit den betreuenden Priifenden moglich. Die Teilstudienleistung Aus-
stellung wird mit bestanden bzw. nicht bestanden bewertet und flie3t in die Bewertung der Teilpri-
fungsleistung Bachelorprdsentation ein.

(11) Die 6ffentliche Prasentation des Bachelorprojektes bzw. der Bachelorthesis ist eine Teilpriifungsleis-
tung der Bachelorprasentation im Umfang von fiinf bis sieben Minuten. Zu dieser 6ffentlichen Kurzpra-
sentation wird zugelassen, wer das Bachelorprojekt bzw. die Bachelorthesis und das Kolloquium mit
mindestens ausreichend bestanden hat. Zu den 6ffentlichen Prasentationen wird von der Priifungs-
kommission eine externe Expertengruppe, bestehend aus maximal vier Mitgliedern, gemaf § 5 Absatz
2 des Allgemeinen Teils dieser Ordnung als Priifende bestellt, die die Prasentationsqualitat der einzel-
nen Beitrdge bewertet. Die Bewertung flie3t in die Benotung der Teilpriifungsleistung Bachelorprasen-
tation ein.

(12) Die einzelnen Teile der Bachelorabschlusspriifung werden eigenstandig bewertet und auf dem Zeug-
nis mit den Bewertungen gemaf} § 14 Absatz 2 und § 16 Absatz 4 des Allgemeinen Teils der Priifungs-

ordnung ausgewiesen.

(13) Die Gesamtbewertung der Bachelorabschlusspriifungen erfolgt nach folgendem Gewichtungsschliis-

Integriertes Design auf dem Zeugnis und dem Diploma Supplement.

(3) Auf dem Zeugnis wird die Gesamtbewertung der Bachelorabschlusspriifungen gemaR § 5 Absatz 13,
die Gesamtbewertung der Modulpriifungen gemaf § 6 Absatz 4 und die Gesamtnote gemédf § 6 Absatz
5 ausgewiesen.

(4) Fur die Bildung der Gesamtbewertung der Modulpriifungen im Zeugnis wird jede Note der Pflicht- und
Wabhlpflichtmodule entsprechend der anteiligen Anzahl der Leistungspunkte gewichtet, die fiir das Mo-
dulin der Moduliibersicht (Anlage 1) beschrieben sind.

Betreuungsangebote und Gelegenheit zur Priifung nach der Prii-
fungsordnung 2012 besteht unter Wahrung des Vertrauensschutzes bis zum Ende der Regelstudienzeit
zuziiglich zwei Folgesemester. Danach erfolgt eine Uberfiihrung in die neue Priifungsordnung. Ein
friiherer Wechsel ist auf Antrag moglich.

After the definition of communicative and en-
trepreneurial goals, the idea generation and communication begin, which can be imple-
mented in all the conventional and unconventional media used in advertising. These in-
clude advertisements, TV commercials, posters, cinema films, PR, guerrilla campaigns,
direct marketing, online communication including the integration of social networks and
viral advertising forms.

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Competence Field: Branding Design

The competence field of branding design concentrates on the design of trademarks or
brands. The task is brand development and brand management by means of complex
corporate design systems, whether as a company, service-provider or product brand.
Students acquire the knowledge and skills necessary for the design of appearance or
packaging, consisting of logo, typography, colour climate, shapes and signs for brands,
product groups, companies, institutions, regions and much more.

Competence Field: Digital Environments

Digital media fundamentally influences our living and working spaces. They design sig-
nificant periods of time and process flows. Be it as a cinematic narration or as a commu-
nication system. This places new and high demands on designers who, in addition to the
classic two- and three-dimensional design, now also have to design and display the fac-
tor of time as well as the interactions between humans and machines.

Competence Field: Colour Design

The aim of the course is to master colour as a means of expression and design in order
to be able to combine formal-aesthetic, artistic and scientific-technological factors with
cultural aspects. Colour designers work in the colour studios of colour manufacturers, as
freelancers or specialists in design teams and trend scouting agencies. Their field of ex-
pertise covers the colour planning and design of industrial products, but also entire ur-
ban areas, individual buildings, interiors and colour guidance systems.

Competence Field: Graphic Design

The competence field of graphic design is part of the interdisciplinary course of studies
in Graphic Design and represents a specialist field of visual communication with an illus-
trative, typographic or photographic focus. A Bachelor's degree in this subject area qual-
ifies students for the independent conception and realization of creative service tasks in
the field of print media.

Competence Field: Interior Architecture

The competence field of interior architecture teaches students the design skills and the
technical constructional knowledge needed for the independent design and planning of
rooms and facilities, interior-related buildings and objects. Economic, social and ecolog-
ical aspects are to be taken into account. The field of interior architecture gives rise to
special requirements and fields of work, such as the development of furniture, tempo-
rary rooms, exhibitions, design concepts, trade fair projects and room scenarios.
Competence Field: Lighting Design

Lighting designers need to understand people and space more than other people.
Through their medium, they become creators of experiential surroundings. As a result,
creative lighting design also deals with the formal language and special knowledge of
interior design, architecture, lighting technology and product design, but also with the
specifics of technical, medical and psychological disciplines. The professional practice
includes holistic lighting planning, both the design and technical as well as the eco-
nomic and ecological conception of lighting for different room uses or lighting setups.
Competence Field: Metal Design

The field of activity of metal designers is as complex as the material itself. Topics include
jewellery and objects, equipment and vessels as well as architecture-related works in
metal. Designs are conceived and realized as one-of-a-kind and for architectural or serial
productions. The competence field of metal design teaches students the artistic and cre-
ative skills and the craftsmanship and technological skills required for professional
practice as an individually working artist or as a designer of prototypes for industrial pro-
duction.

Types of Institutions and Institutional Status

Higher education (HE) studies in Germany are offered at three types of Higher Education
Institutions (HEI).ii

- Universitdten (Universities) including various specialized institutions, offer the whole
range of academic disciplines. In the German tradition, universities focus in particular on
basic research so that advanced stages of study have mainly theoretical orientation and
research-oriented components.

- Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissenschaften (HAW) (Universi-
ties of Applied Sciences, UAS) concentrate their study programmes in engineering and
other technical disciplines, business-related studies, social work, and design areas. The
common mission of applied research and development implies an application-oriented
focus of studies, which includes integrated and supervised work assignments in indus-
try, enterprises or other relevant institutions.

- Kunst- und Musikhochschulen (Universities of Art/Music) offer studies for artistic ca-
reers in fine arts, performing arts and music; in such fields as directing, production, writ-
ing in theatre, film, and other media; and in a variety of design areas, architecture, me-
dia and communication.

Higher Education Institutions are either state or state-recognized institutions. In their op-

erations, including the organization of studies and the designation and award of de-
grees, they are both subject to higher education legislation.

Types of Programmes and Degrees Awarded

Studies in all three types of institutions have traditionally been offered in integrated
"long" (one-tier) programmes leading to Diplom- or Magister Artium degrees or com-
pleted by a Staatspriifung (State Examination).

Within the framework of the Bologna-Process one-tier study programmes are succes-
sively being replaced by a two-tier study system. Since 1998, two-tier degrees (Bache-
lor's and Master’s) have been introduced in almost all study programmes. This change is
designed to provide enlarged variety and flexibility to students in planning and pursuing
educational objectives, they also enhance international compatibility of studies.

The German Qualifications Framework for Higher Education Qualifications (HQR)ii de-
scribes the qualification levels as well as the resulting qualifications and competences
of the graduates. The three levels of the HQR correspond to the levels 6, 7 and 8 of the
German Qualifications Framework for Lifelong Learningand the European Qualifications
Framework for Lifelong Learning.

Table 1 provides a synoptic sum-
mary.
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8.3 Approval/Accreditation of Programmes and Degrees
To ensure quality and comparability of qualifications, the organisation of studies and
general degree requirements have to conform to principles and regulations established
by the Standing Conference of the Ministers of Education and Cultural Affairs of the L&dn-
derin the Federal Republic of Germany (KMK).Vi In 1999, a system of accreditation for
Bachelor’s and Master’s programmes has become operational.. All new programmes
have to be accredited under this scheme; after a successful accreditation they receive
the quality-label of the Accreditation Council.vii

Organisation and Structure of Studies

The following programmes apply to all three types of institutions. Bachelor’s and Mas-
ter’s study programmes may be studied consecutively, at various higher education insti-
tutions, at different types of higher education institutions and with phases of profes-
sional work between the first and the second qualification. The organisation of the study
programmes makes use of modular components and of the European Credit Transfer and
Accumulation System (ECTS) with 30 credits corresponding to one semester.

Bachelor

Bachelor’s degree study programmes lay the academic foundations, provide methodo-
logical competences and include skills related to the professional field. The Bachelor’s
degree is awarded after 3 to 4 years. The Bachelor’s degree programme includes a thesis
requirement. Study programmes leading to the Bachelor’s degree must be accredited ac-
cording to the Interstate study accreditation treaty.vii

First degree programmes (Bachelor) lead to Bachelor of Arts (B.A.), Bachelor of Science
(B.Sc.), Bachelor of Engineering (B.Eng.), Bachelor of Laws (LL.B.), Bachelor of Fine Arts
(B.F.A.), Bachelor of Music (B.Mus.) or Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.).

The Bachelor’s degree corresponds to level 6 of the German Qualifications Framework/
European Qualifications Framework.

Master

Master is the second degree after another 1 to 2 years. Master’s programmes may be dif-
ferentiated by the profile types “practice-oriented” and “research-oriented”. Higher Edu-
cation Institutions define the profile. The Master’s degree programme includes a thesis
requirement. Study programmes leading to the Master degree must be accredited ac-
cording to the Interstate study accreditation treaty.x

Second degree programmes (Master) lead to Master of Arts (M.A.), Master of Science
(M.Sc.), Master of Engineering (M.Eng.), Master of Laws (L.L.M.), Master of Fine Arts
(M.F.A.), Master of Music (M.Mus.) or Master of Education (M.Ed.). Master’s programmes
which are designed for continuing education may carry other designations (e.g. MBA).
The Master degree corresponds to level 7 of the German Qualifications Framework/ Euro-
pean Qualifications Framework.

Integrated "Long" Programmes (One-Tier): Diplom degrees, Magister Artium,
Staatsprifung

An integrated study programme is either mono-disciplinary (Diplom degrees, most pro-
grammes completed by a Staatspriifung) or comprises a combination of either two major
or one major and two minor fields (Magister Artium). The first stage (1.5 to 2 years) fo-
cuses on broad orientations and foundations of the field(s) of study. An Intermediate Ex-
amination (Diplom-Vorpriifungfor Diplom degrees; Zwischenpriifung or credit require-
ments for the Magister Artium) is prerequisite to enter the second stage of advanced
studies and specializations. Degree requirements include submission of a thesis (up to
6 months duration) and comprehensive final written and oral examinations. Similar regu-
lations apply to studies leading to a Staatspriifung. The level of qualification is equiva-
lent to the Master’s level.

- Integrated studies at Universitéten (U) last 4 to 5 years (Dijplom degree, Magister Ar-
tium) or 3,5 to 6.5 years (Staatspriifung). The Diplom degree is awarded in engineering
disciplines, the natural sciences as well as economics and business. In the humanities,
the corresponding degree is usually the Magister Artium (M.A.). In the social sciences,
the practice varies as a matter of institutional traditions. Studies preparing for the legal,
medical and pharmaceutical professions are completed by a Staatspriifung. This applies
also to studies preparing for teaching professions of some Lander.

The three qualifications (Diplom, Magister Artium and Staatspriifung) are academically

- Integrated studies at Fachhochschulen (FH)/ [Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissen-
schaften (HAW) Universities of Applied Sciences (UAS) last 4 years and lead to a Diplom
(FH) degree which corresponds to level 6 of the German Qualifications Framework/ Euro-
pean Qualifications Framework.
Qualified graduates of FH/HAW/UAS may apply for admission to doctoral studies at doc-
torate-granting institutions, cf. Sec. 8.5.
- Studies at Kunst- and Musikhochschulen (Universities of Art/Music etc.) are more di-
verse in their organisation, depending on the field and individual objectives. In addition
to Diplom/Magisterdegrees, the integrated study programme awards include certificates
and certified examinations for specialized areas and professional purposes.
Doctorate
Universities as well as specialized institutions of university standing, some of the
FH/HAW/UAS and some Universities of Art/Music are doctorate-granting institutions.
Formal prerequisite for admission to doctoral work is a qualified Master’s degree (UAS
and U), a Magisterdegree, a Diplom, a Staatspriifung, or a foreign equivalent. Compara-
ble degrees from universities of art and music can in exceptional cases (study pro-
grammes such as music theory, musicology, pedagogy of arts and music, media studies)
also formally qualify for doctoral work. Particularly qualified holders of a Bachelor’s de-
gree or a Diplom (FH) degree may also be admitted to doctoral studies without acquisi-
tion of a further degree by means of a procedure to determine their aptitude. The univer-
sities respectively the doctorate-granting institutions regulate entry to a doctorate as
well as the structure of the procedure to determine aptitude. Admission further requires
the acceptance of the Dissertation research project by a professor as a supervisor.
The doctoral degree corresponds to level 8 of the German Qualifications Framework/ Eu-
ropean Qualifications Framework.

Access to Higher Education
The General Higher Education Entrance Qualification (A/lgemeine Hochschulreife, Abitur)
after 12 to 13 years of schooling allows for admission to all higher educational studies.
Specialized variants (Fachgebundende Hochschulreife) allow for admission at Fach-
hochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissenschaften (HAW) (UAS), universi-
ties and equivalent higher education institutions, but only in particular disciplines. Ac-
cess to study programmes at Fachhochschulen (FH) /Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wis-
senschaften (HAW) (UAS), is also possible with a Fachhochschulreife, which can usually
be acquired after 12 years of schooling. Admission to study programmes at Universities of
Art/Music and comparable study programmes at other higher education institutions as
well as admission to a study programme in sports may be based on other or additional
evidence demonstrating individual aptitude.
Applicants with a qualification in vocational education and training but without a school-

based higher education entrance qualification are entitled to a general higher education

entrance qualification and thus to access to all study programmes, provided they have

obtained advanced further training certificates in particular state-regulated vocational

fields (e.g. Meister/Meisterin im Handwerk, Industriemeister/in, Fachwirt/in (IHK), Be-

triebswirt/in (IHK) und (HWK), staatlich gebriifte/r Techniker/in, staatlich gepriifte/r Be-

triebswirt/in, staatlich gepriifte/r Gestalter/in, staatlich gepriifte/r Erzieher/in). Vocation-

ally qualified applicants can obtain a Fachgebundende Hochschulreife after completing a

state-regulated vocational education of at least two years’ duration plus professional

practice of normally at least three years’ duration, after having successfully passed an ap-

titude test at a higher education institution or other state institution; the aptitude test

may be replaced by successfully completed trial studies of at least one year’s duration.*

Higher Education Institutions may in certain cases apply additional admission proce-

dures.

Der Besondere Teil der Priifungsordnung erganzt den Allgemeinen Teil der Priifungsordnung der Fakultat
Gestaltung der HAWK Hochschule fiir angewandte Wissenschaft und Kunst Hildesheim/Holzminden/Go6t-
tingen mit studiengangsspezifischen Vorgaben fiir den anwendungsorientierten, kiinstlerisch-wissen-
schaftlichen Masterstudiengang Gestaltung, der mit dem akademischen Grad Master of Arts abschlief3t.

§ 2 Dauer und Verlauf des Studiums

(1) Die Regelstudienzeit des Masterstudiengangs Gestaltung betragt vier Semester mit einem Umfang von
120 Leistungspunkten (LP).

(2) Der Masterstudiengang Gestaltung ermoglicht eine fachspezifische Vertiefung in neun Designdiszipli-
nen (Kompetenzfeldern): Advertising Design, Branding Design, Digital Environments, Farbdesign, Gra-
fikdesign, Innenarchitektur, Lighting Design, Metallgestaltung und Produktdesign.

§ 3 Inhalt, Art und Umfang von Modulen

(1) Eine Ubersicht der Module findet sich in Anlage 1 dieser Priifungsordnung. Inhalt, Art und Umfang der
angebotenen Module sind im Modulhandbuch beschrieben.

(2) Es sind Pflichtmodule (PF) im Umfang von 93 Leistungspunkten und Wahlpflichtmodule (WPF) im Um-
fang von 27 Leistungspunkten zu erbringen.

(3) Fiir das Modul Fachpraxis sind im Verlauf des Masterstudiums in der Regel Lehrveranstaltungen im
Umfang von 12 Leistungspunkten aus dem Bachelorstudiengang Gestaltung an der HAWK zu absolvie-
ren und mit einer Priifung (2 LP) abzuschlieBen.

§ 4 Studien- und Priifungsleistungen

With the Master's programme, graduates acquire comprehensive, detailed and special-

ised knowledge, which currently includes existing knowledge and methods related to

the occupational field. This includes in particular the ability to acquire new knowledge
and skills independently even after graduation. In addition to in-depth technical and
methodological design expertise and mastery of the instruments of design science,
graduates have the strategic skills needed to respond conceptually and analytically to
complex tasks, interdisciplinary topics and changes resulting from increasingly global-
ised and internationalised markets. To this end, the graduates learn research strategies
for reflecting, contextualising and solving open questions on the basis of practical de-
sign and scientific design methods. Graduates are able to lead groups responsibly.

Competence Field: Advertising Design

The basis for the MA degree is knowledge of conception and ideation as well as

knowledge of creative implementation and execution. In particular, a deep understand-

ing of marketing strategies and research is necessary as well as that of creative tech-
niques and design processes to create communication solutions for am complex system
of media and channels. Students exercise this with a self-developed or external briefing.

The aim of the Master's program is to use scientifically reflective methods to learn to

contextualize one's own position, to understand the given task and objective in a
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larger context and to be able to make it visible to the recipient and user through realisa-
tion. The documentation of these processes as well as the presentation are part of this
creative practice.

Competence Field: Branding Design

Graduates have a distinctive strategic and conceptual way of thinking, taking into ac-
count target group analyses and brand positioning methods.

They are able to creatively implement strategic processes, develop a brand image and
design accordingly for it. With the help of analogue and digital tools, they develop com-
petently prepared cross-media and target group-specific presentations. Their profound
knowledge of fonts, typefaces and their typographical applications enable them to apply
a complex design repertoire of image-text relationship, colour and form as well as all
other graphic elements of visual communication in relation to corporate identity and
branding.

Competence Field: Digital Environments

Master's graduates have a comprehensive understanding of the interaction between de-
sign, technology and society, which is based on sound competence in the fields of mo-
tion design and interaction design. They know the history of media development and are
able to design future scenarios and present them both audio-visually as well as proto-
types and with active participation. To this end, the graduates have a high level of fu-
ture-oriented software and hardware competence as well as a high level of design and
media theoretical knowledge, which enables them to always place design performance
in a social context. Graduates in the competence field of Digital Environments work as
freelancers as well as in the agency and corporate sectors, where they also provide con-
sulting and facilitation services in the design process.

Competence Field: Colour Design

The field of work for colour designers lies in the area of architecture and/or product de-
sign as well as future and trend research. This includes the colour design of urban
spaces, individual buildings or (effect-oriented) interiors as well as colour and material
collections or the thematic spectrum of colour, structure and surface for individual and
industrial products. The aim of the study programme is to be able to methodically use
the knowledge of the significance of colour in perception processes in the conception
and design of strategic colour planning and design processes.

Competence Field: Graphic Design

Graduates are experienced in the use of the various possibilities of cross-media commu-
nication and can employ them to analyse a wide variety of issues independently and in a
targeted manner. They are familiar with the history of art and design and have a good
overview of current trends in visual communication. They have mastered the conceptual
structuring of complex tasks in the provision of information tailored to the target

group and are able to visualize information as required in a wide variety of design and
technical versions. They use their creative ideas and skills in the fields of illustration,
editorial design, typography and photography to to thematize and visualize content of
social relevance. With a Master of Art degree, graduates can independently use their
comprehensive, graphic repertoire to design and apply it in the professional world in a
project-specific, targeted and meaningful, professional manner. Through their studies,
they have a high degree of team spirit and are able to co-ordinate and lead working
groups.

Competence Field: Interior Architecture

Graduate students deal with more complex tasks and projects within the field of Interior
Architecture. They plan, develop and create a wide range of projects: The refurbishment

of existing buildings, temporary spaces, exhibitions, design concepts, trade fair projects
and experimental interventions. The topics range between physical, social and digital
spaces always having the focus on human needs and standards. Especially in drafting
designs they have to consider their role in society and take into account social, environ-
mental and economic factors. As a focus of the Master graduates study the methods for
integrating divergent needs in the planning context as well as methods for managing
and coordinating multidisciplinary teams.

Competence Field: Lighting Design

With a Master of Art degree, graduates can independently use their comprehensive rep-
ertoire to design illumination that meets both aesthetic and technical requirements.
They relate lighting to human needs and standards and have a sharpened environmental
awareness and a competent handling of the architectural environment. Graduates know
the basics of artificial and daylight technology, light planning and light generation, and
the basics of architectural design and space formation. They master the quality criteria
of lighting technology (illuminance level, uniformity, glare, etc.) as well as the objectives
and characteristics of lighting quality (like orientation in space and time, function, archi-
tectural integration, comfort). They are experienced in the practical handling of lamps,
luminaires, daylight systems and control systems. Graduates have a pronounced under-
standing and experience in the interplay of light, material and space. They are familiar
with the concepts of visual perception and the emotional effect of light and can integrate
them meaningfully in lighting planning. They know the relevant standards and recom-
mendations for interior and exterior lighting planning as well as the fee regulations, and
they are able to work with all CAD, lighting design, presentation and image processing
programs required for documentation and planning. Through their studies, they are used
to work interdisciplinary.

Competence Field: Metal Design

The basis for the MA degree is knowledge of manual and digital work techniques as well
as knowledge of production and design process methods. In particular, an expanded un-
derstanding of materials is encouraged in order to transfer this to one's own creative
work techniques and applications. Digital expertise can be professionalized. These fac-
tors are in direct dialogue with a self-developed concept or motif or an external briefing
and involve in-depth research in order to establish a significant artistic position. The aim
of the Master's program is to use scientifically reflective methods to learn to contextual-
ize one's own position, to understand it in a larger context and to be able to make it visi-
ble to the recipient and user through realisation/materialization. The documentation of
these processes as well as the presentation are part of this aesthetic practice.
Competence Field: Product Design

Product design is highly interwoven with the social, economic and political world around
us. It consists of multiple layers such as aesthetic, technical, semiotic and - included
therein — semantic ones. Our graduates will learn, understand and utilize the complex
interaction between human beings and objects as well as comprehend the rich history of
product design and its cultural implications. They will critically inquire and develop a
sensitivity for product design in social contexts and gain basic knowledge in ecological-
economic interrelationships in order to design meaningful products and solutions. Mas-
ter students will upgrade their skill-sets regarding materials, manufacturing processes
and analogue and digital tools from model making to presenting. Driven by a systematic
and method-based design approach they will be able to carry out and lead complex pro-
jects and briefings successfully.

Types of Institutions and Institutional Status

Higher education (HE) studies in Germany are offered at three types of Higher Education
Institutions (HEI).i

- Universitdten (Universities) including various specialized institutions, offer the whole
range of academic disciplines. In the German tradition, universities focus in particular
on basic research so that advanced stages of study have mainly theoretical orientation
and research-oriented components.

- Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissenschaften (HAW) (Universi-
ties of Applied Sciences, UAS) concentrate their study programmes in engineering and
other technical disciplines, business-related studies, social work, and design areas. The
common mission of applied research and development implies an application-oriented
focus of studies, which includes integrated and supervised work assignments in indus-
try, enterprises or other relevant institutions.

- Kunst- und Musikhochschulen (Universities of Art/Music) offer studies for artistic ca-
reers in fine arts, performing arts and music; in such fields as directing, production, writ-
ing in theatre, film, and other media; and in a variety of design areas, architecture, me-
dia and communication.

Higher Education Institutions are either state or state-recognized institutions. In their op-

erations, including the organization of studies and the designation and award of de-
grees, they are both subject to higher education legislation.

Types of Programmes and Degrees Awarded

Studies in all three types of institutions have traditionally been offered in integrated
"long" (one-tier) programmes leading to Diplom- or Magister Artium degrees or com-
pleted by a Staatspriifung (State Examination).

Within the framework of the Bologna-Process one-tier study programmes are succes-
sively being replaced by a two-tier study system. Since 1998, two-tier degrees (Bache-
lor’s and Master’s) have been introduced in almost all study programmes. This change is
designed to provide enlarged variety and flexibility to students in planning and pursuing
educational objectives, they also enhance international compatibility of studies.

The German Qualifications Framework for Higher Education Qualifications (HQR)ii de-
scribes the qualification levels as well as the resulting qualifications and competences
of the graduates. The three levels of the HQR correspond to the levels 6, 7 and 8 of the
German Qualifications Framework for Lifelong Learningvand the European Qualifications
Framework for Lifelong Learning.

Table 1 provides a synoptic sum-
mary.
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8.3 Approval/Accreditation of Programmes and Degrees
To ensure quality and comparability of qualifications, the organisation of studies and
general degree requirements have to conform to principles and regulations established
by the Standing Conference of the Ministers of Education and Cultural Affairs of the Lan-
derin the Federal Republic of Germany (KMK).¥ In 1999, a system of accreditation for
Bachelor’s and Master’s programmes has become operational.. All new programmes
have to be accredited under this scheme; after a successful accreditation they receive
the quality-label of the Accreditation Council.vi

Organisation and Structure of Studies

The following programmes apply to all three types of institutions. Bachelor’s and Mas-
ter’s study programmes may be studied consecutively, at various higher education insti-
tutions, at different types of higher education institutions and with phases of profes-
sional work between the first and the second qualification. The organisation of the study
programmes makes use of modular components and of the European Credit Transfer and
Accumulation System (ECTS) with 30 credits corresponding to one semester.

Bachelor

Bachelor’s degree study programmes lay the academic foundations, provide methodo-
logical competences and include skills related to the professional field. The Bachelor’s
degree is awarded after 3 to 4 years. The Bachelor’s degree programme includes a thesis
requirement. Study programmes leading to the Bachelor’s degree must be accredited ac-
cording to the Interstate study accreditation treaty.vi

First degree programmes (Bachelor) lead to Bachelor of Arts (B.A.), Bachelor of Science
(B.Sc.), Bachelor of Engineering (B.Eng.), Bachelor of Laws (LL.B.), Bachelor of Fine Arts
(B.F.A.), Bachelor of Music (B.Mus.) or Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.).

The Bachelor’s degree corresponds to level 6 of the German Qualifications Framework/
European Qualifications Framework.

Master

Master is the second degree after another 1 to 2 years. Master’s programmes may be dif-
ferentiated by the profile types “practice-oriented” and “research-oriented”. Higher Edu-
cation Institutions define the profile. The Master’s degree programme includes a thesis
requirement. Study programmes leading to the Master degree must be accredited ac-
cording to the Interstate study accreditation treaty.x

Second degree programmes (Master) lead to Master of Arts (M.A.), Master of Science
(M.Sc.), Master of Engineering (M.Eng.), Master of Laws (L.L.M.), Master of Fine Arts
(M.F.A.), Master of Music (M.Mus.) or Master of Education (M.Ed.). Master’s programmes
which are designed for continuing education may carry other designations (e.g. MBA).
The Master degree corresponds to level 7 of the German Qualifications Framework/ Euro-
pean Qualifications Framework.

Integrated "Long" Programmes (One-Tier): Diplom degrees, Magister Artium,
Staatsprifung

An integrated study programme is either mono-disciplinary (Dip/lom degrees, most pro-
grammes completed by a Staatspriifung) or comprises a combination of either two major
or one major and two minor fields (Magister Artium). The first stage (1.5 to 2 years) fo-
cuses on broad orientations and foundations of the field(s) of study. An Intermediate Ex-
amination (Diplom-Vorpriifungfor Diplom degrees; Zwischenpriifung or credit require-
ments for the Magister Artium) is prerequisite to enter the second stage of advanced
studies and specializations. Degree requirements include submission of a thesis (up to
6 months duration) and comprehensive final written and oral examinations. Similar reg-
ulations apply to studies leading to a Staatspriifung. The level of qualification is equiva-
lent to the Master’s level.

- Integrated studies at Universitaten (U) last 4 to 5 years (Diplom degree, Magister Ar-
tium) or 3,5 to 6.5 years (Staatspriifung). The Diplom degree is awarded in engineering
disciplines, the natural sciences as well as economics and business. In the humanities,
the corresponding degree is usually the Magister Artium (M.A.). In the social sciences,
the practice varies as a matter of institutional traditions. Studies preparing for the legal,
medical and pharmaceutical professions are completed by a Staatspriifung. This applies
also to studies preparing for teaching professions of some Lander.

The three qualifications (Diplom, Magister Artium and Staatspriifung) are academically

equivalent and correspond to level 7 of the German Qualifications Framework/ European
Qualifications Framework.
They qualify to apply for admission to doctoral studies. Further prerequisites for admis-
sion may be defined by the Higher Education Institution, cf. Sec. 8.5.
- Integrated studies at Fachhochschulen (FFH)/ [Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissen-
schaften (HAW) Universities of Applied Sciences (UAS) last 4 years and lead to a Diplom
(FH) degree which corresponds to level 6 of the German Qualifications Framework/ Euro-
pean Qualifications Framework.
Qualified graduates of FH/HAW/UAS may apply for admission to doctoral studies at doc-
torate-granting institutions, cf. Sec. 8.5.
- Studies at Kunst- and Musikhochschulen (Universities of Art/Music etc.) are more di-
verse in their organisation, depending on the field and individual objectives. In addition
to Diplom/Magisterdegrees, the integrated study programme awards include certifi-
cates and certified examinations for specialized areas and professional purposes.
Doctorate
Universities as well as specialized institutions of university standing, some of the
FH/HAW/UAS and some Universities of Art/Music are doctorate-granting institutions.
Formal prerequisite for admission to doctoral work is a qualified Master’s degree (UAS
and U), a Magisterdegree, a Diplom, a Staatspriifung, or a foreign equivalent. Compara-
ble degrees from universities of art and music can in exceptional cases (study pro-
grammes such as music theory, musicology, pedagogy of arts and music, media studies)
also formally qualify for doctoral work. Particularly qualified holders of a Bachelor’s de-
gree or a Diplom (FH) degree may also be admitted to doctoral studies without acquisi-
tion of a further degree by means of a procedure to determine their aptitude. The univer-
sities respectively the doctorate-granting institutions regulate entry to a doctorate as
well as the structure of the procedure to determine aptitude. Admission further requires
the acceptance of the Dissertation research project by a professor as a supervisor.
The doctoral degree corresponds to level 8 of the German Qualifications Framework/ Eu-
ropean Qualifications Framework.
Grading Scheme
The grading scheme in Germany usually comprises five levels (with numerical equiva-
lents; intermediate grades may be given): "SehAr Gut' (1) = Very Good; "Gut' (2) = Good;
"Befriedigend" (3) = Satisfactory; "Ausreichend" (4) = Sufficient; "Nicht ausreichend" (5)
= Non-Sufficient/Fail. The minimum passing grade is "Ausreichend" (4). Verbal designa-
tions of grades may vary in some cases and for doctoral degrees.
In addition, grade distribution tables as described in the ECTS Users’ Guide are used to
indicate the relative distribution of grades within a reference group.
Access to Higher Education
The General Higher Education Entrance Qualification (A/igemeine Hochschulreife, Abitur)
after 12 to 13 years of schooling allows for admission to all higher educational studies.
Specialized variants (Fachgebundende Hochschulreife) allow for admission at Fach-
hochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wissenschaften (HAW) (UAS), universi-
ties and equivalent higher education institutions, but only in particular disciplines. Ac-
cess to study programmes at Fachhochschulen (FH)/Hochschulen fiir Angewandte Wis-
senschaften (HAW) (UAS), is also possible with a Fachhochschulreife, which can usually
be acquired after 12 years of schooling. Admission to study programmes at Universities of
Art/Music and comparable study programmes at other higher education institutions as
well as admission to a study programme in sports may be based on other or additional
evidence demonstrating individual aptitude.
Applicants with a qualification in vocational education and training but without a school-

based higher education entrance qualification are entitled to a general higher education

entrance qualification and thus to access to all study programmes, provided they have

obtained advanced further training certificates in particular state-regulated vocational

fields (e.g. Meister/Meisterin im Handwerk, Industriemeister/in, Fachwirt/in (IHK), Be-

triebswirt/in (IHK) und (HWK), staatlich gebriifte/r Techniker/in, staatlich gepriifte/r Be-

triebswirt/in, staatlich gepriifte/r Gestalter/in, staatlich gepriifte/r Erzieher/in). Vocation-

ally qualified applicants can obtain a fachgebundende Hochschulreife after completing a

state-regulated vocational education of at least two years’ duration plus professional

practice of normally at least three years’ duration, after having successfully passed an ap-

titude test at a higher education institution or other state institution; the aptitude test

may be replaced by successfully completed trial studies of at least one year’s duration.x

Higher Education Institutions may in certain cases apply additional admission proce-

dures.
